Important Registration Information


This event is being held at a pro facility with 24-hour access and onsite security restricting access through the gates. 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Rules and Regulations for 2009 Club Racing events organized by the Utah Region Sports Car Club of America, Inc.  Published by the Utah Region, Sports Car Club of America, Inc. A member of the Rocky Mountain Division. 

1.   GENERAL

A.      The organizers reserve the right to refuse issuance of credentials to the premises or event for any reason except race, color, creed, sex, or national   origin.

B.     The organizers reserve the right to postpone, abandon or cancel the event, or any part of the event.  Entry fees will be refunded to those offered no opportunity to compete.

C.    Any test day or test session NOT on the official schedule is NOT sanctioned by SCCA and is NOT COVERED BY SCCA INSURANCE.

D.    Every participant must display proper credentials at ALL times.  Credential rules will be strictly enforced.

E. Race Control uses radio frequencies 466.5875 MHz and 468.3125 MHz.  Any participant, driver or team is expected to avoid these frequencies.

F. Permanent numbers are assigned through the Division Numbering program. Temporary numbers are on a first-come, first-serve basis for each event and are subject to race group configuration.

G. Track rides may be available at the discretion of the Chief Steward.

H. Track entrance will be at the west end of the pit lane.

I. Post session impound will be on the North side of the Hot pit lane barriers. Entrance to this will be at the top of pit lane and there will be a Scrutineer at the entrance directing cars in that they would like to look at.

J. The Utah Region has added a Club Trials session to this weekends races. The club trials are carrying their own sanction but will be sharing the track with you the racers during their posted times. If you see some of them in the paddock share some stories or try to give them a hand with some lines! 

1) REGISTRATION

A.   Chief Registrar for this event is Cindee Beard. On-line registration will be available at DLBRACING.COM Telephone registration is NOT available for ANY Utah Region event. 

B.   Each Driver/Entrant will receive ONE driver and FOUR crew passes.  Drivers/Entrants may purchase additional crew passes for $10 each, payable to Miller Motorsports Park.  Only the driver, entrant, or crew chief may change the crew list.

C.   An entry consists of the combination of one driver and one car within the same class.  A change in any entry after the start of an event requires re-registering and may involve additional fees.

D.   An entry form must be filled out COMPLETELY by every driver wishing entry to the weekend’s competition.  Any blanks on the entry form could unnecessarily delay processing of the entry.  All competitors are reminded to include their transponder number on the form or clearly indicate if a rental will be required.

E.   All competitors are STRONGLY encouraged to pre-register through DLBracing.com and send prepayment in the form of Paypal (preferred), or check, along with their entry form. Credit Cards will not be accepted at the onsite registration, if you wish to pay with a credit card or debit card please do so through Paypal through the online registration. Only Checks or cash will be accepted at the event. A $30.00 fee will be assessed on ALL returned checks.

F.   The ENTRY DEADLINE is midnight on the Sunday prior to each event.  A $50.00 late fee will be assessed thereafter.

G.     Refunds may be considered for cars that have not been on the racing surface as verified by the Chief of Timing and Scoring and Grid.  Refunds will NOT be made at the track.  Refund requests must be submitted in writing within ten days of the race date to the Chief Registrar.  Refund forms will be available at Registration.

H.   SCCA requires Photo I.D. for all licensed members.  Photo I.D. availability will be announced over the P.A. system.  The cost of a photo I.D. is    $5.00.

I. All persons arriving after Registration closes must sign both the club waiver and the track waiver.  Members who hold a current SCCA license (Driver, Crew or Official) may be credentialed for the HOT areas.  Members without a current SCCA license (Driver, Crew or Official) will NOT be given credentials for the HOT areas.

J. Trial memberships can be purchased at Registration during scheduled hours ONLY at a cost of $15.

2) Medical Information
A. Due to federal privacy laws (HIPAA) SCCA cannot be in possession of private medical information.  Such information may be critical if a participant requires medical treatment while unconscious.  Drivers must therefore fill out a medical information helmet tag which is then folded and placed in a plastic stick-on holder which attaches to the driver’s helmet.  Helmet tags and holders are available for $1.00 at Registration and Tech.  INSTALLATION OF THE TAG HOLDER ON ALL HELMETS WILL BE CHECKED DURING GEAR INSPECTION.
B. Volunteers are encouraged to fill out and carry the medical tag and keep it with their credentials at all times during the event. 
3) SOUND CONTROL

a) A.  LOCATION:  Sound control will be on the right side of the track at the exit of turn 1.  See map.

b) B.  LIMIT:  Sound will be monitored according to GCR guidelines (103dB at 50 feet from track edge) and enforced per GCR Section 5.7.2
4) TECH / IMPOUND

A.   Tech inspection hours are posted on the event’s schedule page.

B.   There will be NO SMOKING or ALCOHOL allowed in the Impound area.  

C.   An event Tech sticker will be issued after a receipt has been presented, the vehicle logbook has been signed, and the driver’s gear or helmet sticker has been checked. 

D. The order of inspection at the track will be:

1. Minimal inspection, logbook and helmet sticker (left side).

2. Re-inspection, logbook notation.

3. Annual inspection.

4. Cars with no logbook, i.e. new cars or lost logbooks.

E.  Driving onto or off of the scales is PROHIBITED.  Motors must be turned off and competitors must push cars on and off scales. If you are found underweight during the first round of weigh t checks you will have the opportunity to reweigh prior to any action taken. However you will not be allowed to leave impound and will not be allowed to make any adjustments to your car.

F.  Any car reported to have metal-to-metal contact may be called to report to Tech at the end of that session.

G.  Fuel will be tested in accordance with the GCR.  All competitors will be allowed two voluntary fuel tests.

H. Compliance and/or safety inspections may be performed on the pre-grid.

I. Tech will be located in the East Day Garages West end.

5) PADDOCK

A.  Paddock maps will be provided indicating space availability and event organizers may assign paddock spaces and issue parking passes whenever necessary.  All stationary awnings, trailers, cars and support vehicles MUST remain within the marked paddock space. 

PLEASE REFER TO APPENDIX A FOR TRACK SPECIFIC RULES PERTAINING TO THE PADDOCK FOR THIS EVENT. 

B. Event organizers may exclude areas as off limits and designate them unavailable for ANY parking or paddock space.  There will be NO encroachment into designated Emergency Vehicle or Emergency Access areas.  Access ways for general paddock traffic AND Emergency Vehicles MUST be kept clear at all times or vehicles will be towed

C. Paddock rules will be strictly enforced. Friendly and voluntary compliance with the paddock rules is always expected and gratefully appreciated.

6) PIT & GRID

         A.   Crew members must leave the grid at the two-minute warning.

B. Drivers are prohibited from scrubbing tires in the paddock, grid and hot pit lanes.

C. Pre-Grid will be located at the West end of the Paddock Grandstand.

5.  TIMING AND SCORING

A.   AMB TRANX260 System transponders are required for all cars in all classes for all races.
B.   It is the driver’s responsibility to make sure their transponder is working properly.  A vehicle without a working transponder may not be scored for the event.  Any competitor needing a rental unit should alert the Chief Registrar at the time of entry submission to allow for the necessary arrangements.

C.   NO personal timing beacons will be allowed within 20’ (20 feet) on either side of the T & S system.  No personal timing beacons will be allowed across track from Start/Finish.

D.   NO cars will be allowed to stop in the “Dead Zone” area of the Hot Pits so as not to interfere with the transponder system.

6. FLAGGING

A.   In a RED FLAG situation, drivers shall stop immediately at the nearest corner station that can be reached safely and await further instructions.

B. In a FULL COURSE YELLOW situation, each vehicle must slow (preferably less than 50 mph) and prepare to form up behind a pace vehicle. If a pace car is not used Start/Finish will designate the car number of the race leader with a ‘PACE’ signboard.  All competitors shall then form up behind the leader.

C.     Black Flag and alternate Checker flag station will be at station 5 as well as Start/Finish.

7. RESULTS & TROPHIES

A. Results (when final) and trophies will be available in the Hospitality area.  This area may not be staffed throughout the entire event.  Unclaimed trophies at the end of the event will be considered forfeited.  In the event Hospitality is not available, the Race Chair(s) will distribute Results and Trophies.

B. Results will also be posted in the glass case at the base of the west timing tower.  (For display only)

8.  GARAGE RENTALS

A.  Garage rentals must be prearranged with Miller Motorsports Park.  You must contact Kelly Warrick at Miller Motorsports Park 435-277-8027 directly In order to arrange for garage rental.  

9. Camping

A. Camping onsite is available with electrical hookups; there is no water or sewage dump available. In order to camp you must contact Kelly Warrick at Miller Motorsports Park 435-277-8027 to make arrangements. 

B. There is no camping charge for workers, however if you wish to use the electrical hookups you will need to pay.

J. Spec Miata (SM). Spec Miata will be following all 2009 GCR rules for regional Spec Miata, including 9.1.8.C.5.2

“Regional Competition

Any DOT approved tire is permitted. Racing, recapped, or regrooved tires are not allowed. Tire size is unrestricted. The only modifications allowed to tires are having treads “shaved” or “trued.” Individual regions may require spec tires for regional races. Supplemental regulations for specific events should be checked.”

11. Non SCCA Licenses Accepted

From the GCR Section 3.1.5

Regional events shall ordinarily be open to any drivers holding SCCA Vintage, Regional, and National Competition Licenses and to certain other drivers holding SCCA Novice Permits as provided in Section 4.4.3.E., Racing on a Novice Permit. Regional events shall also be open to Canadian residents holding current ASN National Licenses who are twenty-one (21) years of age or older and who are members of SCCA. The Supplementary Regulations for a Regional event may also provide for the participation of drivers who are members of SCCA holding Competition Licenses issued by other SCCA-approved organizations. 

Note: the current organizations whose licenses have been approved by 

SCCA for competition in Regional events are; 

BMW CCA Club Racing (Full Competition), FIA (issued by any sanctioning body), ICSCC (Area Conference), IMSA, Midwestern Council of Sports Car Clubs MCSCC (Full), NASA, Porsche Club of America (Full Competition), SCCA Pro Racing, Waterford Hills Road Racing Club (Full), West Canada Motor-sport Assoc (Amateur), Ontario Region CASC (Regional), Confederation of Autosport Car Clubs CACC (Competition), SVRA, Historic Sportscar Racing (HSR), Vintage Motorsports Council (VMC), and Miller Motorsports Park Racing Association (MPRA) full competition license.

Those wishing to compete with us using one of the above competition licenses must be at least 16 years of age, show their driver’s license and their competition license to be eligible to race. Special requirements apply for those age 16 to the age of majority in their state of residence. Contact the National office, Topeka.

You will also need to obtain an SCCA Log book prior to your first session. (See GCR Sections 4.4.1 through 4.4.10)

12. Club Trials Supplemental Regulations






 

The weekend is set up as two days of intermediate/advanced level 2 Club Trial as outlined in the SCCA Time Trial Rules. Passing will be allowed anywhere on track with a clearly visible point-by. This will be good for those that joined us at previous events in the advanced group, as well as those that have done some track days and are comfortable with passing. We will be running this event in conjunction with the “Thrilla in Tooele” Double Regional.

SCCA Club Trials provide a venue for SCCA members who wish to experience higher speeds than the Solo program allows, and who are not yet ready to go Club Racing.  SCCA Club Trials are a bridge program, halfway between Solo and Club Racing.

Those who wish to compete in Club Trials need previous experience, a Competition license (SCCA, PCA, BMWCCA, or NASA) or have completed a PDX and be signed off by an instructor.

COMPETITION

The intent of this Club Trial is to focus on driver development, not on outright competition. All sessions will be timed, and times will be posted. Awards will not be given out.

DRIVERS MEETINGS

Attendance at the CT Drivers Meeting is MANDATORY for all CT entrants. The drivers meeting will be held on Saturday and Sunday mornings, in the West Classroom, next to the Tech Garage at 7:50am.

DRIVER ELIGIBILITY AND SAFETY EQUIPMENT: All participants, including students and instructors, must possess a current or temporary SCCA membership. Minimum apparel shall be long pants, long sleeved shirts, and shoes, which fully cover the foot at least to the ankle. Additionally, closed or open face helmets, which meet Snell M-95 requirements or better, are required.
ALL Club Trials participants in 2009 will need to be SCCA members prior to taking part in the CT. Memberships can be purchased through www.scca.com. Weekend Membership packages will be available at registration, but we cannot process any other type of membership package at registration.
CAR ELIGIBILITY: This event is held under and open to all cars approved for participation under the Level 2 - Club Trials portion of the 2009 SCCA Club Racing Time Trials Rules (TTR), any associated Solo2 Rules, GCR, and any Fastrack amendments thereto. Roll bars or cages will NOT be required in those cars prepared to Stock, Street Prepared, or Street Touring specifications as found in SCCA Solo 2 rules, except for Convertibles and Targa* top automobiles. These cars must have either a roll bar meeting Section 11 of the TTR or a factory hard top using the factory mounting hardware and mounting points. Targa top (and T-top) automobiles may forgo the roll bar requirementunder the condition that the Targa bar meets the height requirement set forth in 11.2.1.B. Any convertible that runs with a TTR legal roll bar must do so with convertible top down and in the latched position. Any car modified beyond any part of those rules must be equipped with a roll bar minimum. This includes cars prepared to the Solo classes of Prepared or Modified. Any car built to a GCR class MAY NOT interchange preparation rules to circumvent the roll bar requirement (for example, even though an IT car may run in the Street Prepared Classes at a Solo event, it does not qualify for the roll bar exception in this case, and must have a roll bar to run any Time Trials event.*Targa top, targa for short, is a semi-convertible car body style with a removable roof section and a full width fixed B-pillar and roof section. The rear window can be fixed or removable.

All drivers in Club Trials (Level 2) events may utilize a restraint harness meeting the specifications of section 12.1 in lieu of the factory/OEM restraints. A seven-point restraint harness is recommended for all events. Arm re​straints are required on all open cars including open Targa tops, sunroofs and T-tops. The restraint system installation is subject to approval of the Chief Technical and Safety Inspector.

Open Wheel cars will not be allowed at this event.


CAR NUMBERS: Car numbers must be displayed in large (8” tall), easy to read font on both sides of your car at all times while on track. Numbers are issued on a first come first served basis at Registration each morning.

TECH INSPECTIONS: All Tech Inspections will adhere to Section 9 of the Club Trials Rules (tech inspection requirements).Tech inspections will be held the morning of each event from 7:00-8:00 – in the west day garage W10

Common Items to check before coming out are:

· Helmets which meet Snell M-95 requirements or higher are required. 

· Brakes – Plenty of pad/shoe, fresh fluid, good rotors. The importance of brakes cannot be overstated.

· Clean out the inside of your car and trunk

· Battery securely fastened down

· Tires in good condition with plenty of tread

· Fluid levels

· Good, well-adjusted wheel bearings

TIMING: Timing is optional, but available for all sessions, using AMB transponders.  Times will be posted at the base of the timing tower.  Transponder rental is $25 per day and will be available at registration.


PRICING: Pricing for this event is $100 for SCCA Club members and $115 for Non-members (to include a temporary membership) and you will get 3 20 minute sessions.  Transponder rental is $25 per day and will be available at registration.

CLUB TRAILS REGISTRATION

Registration for this event will ONLY be allowed online through DLBRacing.com. Payment MUST be made via Paypal to secure your spot. Please do NOT select pay by check.

Please make sure that your personal information is correct in the DLB system, as we will use that E-mail to notify you of any changes to the event.

Registration will be located in the admin building outside the main gate. Once you check in you will be required to sign the SCCA waiver as well as the tracks waiver before entering the facility.

Please arrive early!

Partial refunds may be given at the discretion of the Chief Steward, Chief Instructor, or Registrar. Full refunds will be available for any vehicle that never turned a wheel on track. Appendix A:

Miller Motorsports Park RULES AND REGULATIONS 
ACCESS TO THE FACILITY.

Waiver Policy. All persons entering Miller Motorsports Park (“MMP”) property (the “Facility”) are required to sign appropriate MMP or Sanctioning body Release and Waiver of Liability and Indemnity Agreement Forms. THERE ARE NO EXCEPTIONS.

Minors. All minors must be under the direct supervision of an adult at all times.

Pets. All pets must be kept on a leash or within a confined space (car, RV, transporter area, etc.,) and all pet waste must be removed and properly disposed of.

VEHICLE USE OF THE TRACK AND PADDOCK AREAS.

Unauthorized Use of the Track(s). Only authorized vehicles will be allowed to go on the MMP courses. Drivers and passengers must be participants in a formal track activity authorized by MMP, have signed the appropriate waivers, have paid the appropriate use fees or have received specific authority from MMP management before accessing any road course. Unauthorized driving on the road courses shall be considered grounds for removal of the driver and vehicle from the Facility and the imposition of a ban of future access to the Facility. Access to the track for persons walking or riding bicycles may be permitted at certain times as determined by MMP management and then only when no other track activities are taking place. 
Unauthorized Use of the Paddock.  Garage renters and others with special access to the Facility may not park on the paddock at any time unless as a participant in an event where they have paid to park.

Temporary/Permanent Residence.  Unless outlined in writing, no area within the Miller Motorsports Park grounds may be used as a temporary or permanent residence.

Use of Garages.  All rules within the garage rules must be followed in relation to the garages, including no refueling of vehicles within the garage walls.  

Signage.  All signage must be approved in writing by MMP.  Any signage must conform to aesthetic and other specifications required by MMP.

Track Direction. Driving counter track direction is forbidden at all times. All road courses and pit lanes must be used only in a counter-clockwise direction (Exception – The kart track which must be used only in the direction posted).

Paddock Speed Limits. The Speed Limit for all vehicles in any paddock area is 15 miles per hour. Fines will be levied against anyone who is deemed to be driving or riding any vehicle in an unsafe manner or at a speed considered by MMP to be in excess of the speed limit.

Pit Lane Speed Limits. A speed limit in imposed for all vehicles in the pit lanes at all times. Unless otherwise approved by MMP the speed limit is 35 miles per hour. Fines shall be imposed for any transgression of this rule.

Training and Teaching.  ONLY certified and authorized MMP instructors are allowed to take payment or provide training on any Miller Motorsports Park Tracks or training surfaces.  Anyone else wishing to provide lessons of any kind must get prior approval from the track and may be charged to do so.  Anyone found to be taking payment for providing lessons of any kind will without prior approval must pay the track its required fee.

ATV’s and Other Paddock Vehicles.  The use of unlicensed vehicles such as mini-bikes, golf carts, scooters, four wheelers and dirt bikes shall be restricted to their use as service vehicles for competitors and shall be used only in the paddock area and on paved surfaces and only during event hours. Only licensed drivers/riders shall use such vehicles. Children are specifically prohibited from using such vehicles in the paddock or on any of the general or public access areas. MMP reserves the right to further restrict the use of these vehicles if, in the sole discretion of MMP such use is a danger or annoyance to other persons.  MMP reserves the right to charge a use fee for such vehicles at the facility.  The speed limit for all vehicles in any paddock area is 15 miles per hour.  Fines will be levied against any Participant who is deemed to be driving or riding any vehicle in an unsafe manner or at a speed in excess of the speed limit.

User Fees. MMP reserves the right to charge a use fee for such vehicles.
Driving/Riding While Impaired. No vehicles shall be driven or ridden on any MMP property by any person who is under the influence of alcohol or drugs. MMP reserves the right to remove any person who is violation of this rule from the Facility for the duration of the event and to forbid such person’s attendance at future events. 

Sound Limits. MMP retains the right to impose noise restrictions on participating cars, motorcycles and karts. While no specific noise restrictions are to be enforced without MMP’s written notice, MMP may at any time and at its sole discretion, choose to impose a noise control system. Such limits are likely to be similar to those operated by the Sports Car Club of America at their National race events. These require that vehicles comply with a sound pressure level of 103db “A” frequency weighted (dba) measured on a fast response setting at 50ft (=/- 2 feet) from the edge of the track pavement. (See the current SCCA GCR Section 5.7).

BEHAVIOR. 

Use of Alcohol. All State, County and other regulatory liquor laws and regulations will apply. No alcoholic beverages may be consumed in the pit or paddock areas until 30 minutes after the end of the final event or track activity of each day.  Any alcohol purchased as part of a concession package cannot then be resold by the purchaser.

Substance Abuse - No use of controlled substances is permitted at Miller Motorsports Park.  Anyone found using controlled substances illegally, or who appears to be under the influence of alcohol while using any of the MMP facilities will be summarily removed from the Facility. If the Company determines at its sole Discretion that alcohol or controlled substance use is widespread among Lessee’s Participants, the company may terminate Lessee’s Event without any reimbursement of fees, and Lessee will reimburse the Company for all costs incurred in removing any one or more individuals from the Facility premises.  Lessee is solely responsible and liable with respect to the use of controlled substances and alcohol on the Facility premises by anyone attending or participating in the Event.

Fireworks and Weapons. No fireworks, firearms or weapons of any kind are permitted anywhere on the Facility premises.

Noise in the Paddock. No loud music or boom boxes are permitted. Paddock quiet times must be respected (10.00 pm to 6.00 am).

Engine Noise Time Limits. No race engines may be run before 7.30 am or after 8.00 pm.

Quiet Periods. MMP may require that a quiet period (no race engines) be maintained (for example during church services). Notice of quiet periods will be posted on the MMP website and on the paddock notice boards.

DAMAGE TO MMP PROPERTY. 

Damage to MMP Property.  Anyone who causes damage to MMP property, including equipment, buildings, vehicles, fences, safety systems, grass and landscaped areas will be held responsible for all costs relating to replacement or repair.

Damage to Paved Surfaces. No holes or any other damage may be caused to any paved surfaces. Tents and canopies must be held down by weights as no tent pegs of any kind are allowed.  Flat bocks or wood squares should be used to absorb weight beneath any equipment that may cause damage to the surface, such as trailer legs, jack stands and kart stands.
Damage to Grass and Landscaped Areas.  Any damage caused by participants to any grass or landscaped areas will be repaired by the Company at Lessee’s expense.

No Painting or Markings on Paved Surfaces. Under no circumstances is it permissible to paint, mark or otherwise deface any portion of any paved surface, and specifically any race surface, including the track, curbs, verges or pit lanes. This expressly includes markings on the surface intended to provide guide points to braking, turning or other driving situations.  Cones may be used but they must be removed at the end of the event.

No Signs, Decals or Notices. No decals, signs, painting, marking or advertising of any kind are permitted to be placed on the premises at any time without the prior written consent of MMP. 

Signage Code. MMP will strictly enforce a Signage Code, which will require that any signs posted (only with MMP approval) must meet quality and aesthetic standards (no handwritten signs). Only the MMP approved Official Signage Contractor will be allowed to make and erect sponsor or similar signs on site.

Signage and Decals. No MMP signage or advertising displays shall be defaced in any way, nor be removed or covered over.  

PADDOCK CAMPING.

Camping. MMP may, at its sole discretion, permit overnight camping in the paddock and adjacent parking areas during events. MMP retains the rights to charge a fee for camping, which fee will include 24-hour security/access control. 

Campfires. Open and ground fires are not permitted. Barbecues, hibachis and like heating and cooking equipment may be used only in defined areas.

Quiet Time. Camping quiet time begins at 10.00 pm. 

Electricity and RV Hook-Ups. No one may use any MMP electrical or waste hook-up facilities at any time without the consent of MMP and the use of such facilities will be subject to fees payable in advance of use. 

SAFETY, PUBLIC HEALTH AND HAZARDOUS MATERIAL CONTROLS.

MMP will enforce strict compliance with rules relating to waste and hazardous materials, their containment and actions required to recover or repair surfaces affected by any spills.

Waste Products. MMP shall erect, at various locations in the paddocks, a number of collection facilities for used fluids and waste materials. Participants are required to make use of these for all waste material and fluid disposal, using the appropriate receptacles (as identified on each drum).

Hazardous Material Control. Spills of damage causing fluids such as oils, hydraulic and brake fluids, gasoline, anti-freeze, battery acid, etc., may occur and can cause significant damage to paved and grass surfaces and the environment as well as creating dangerous situations for track users and other participants. All spills must be treated immediately on occurrence. MMP management must immediately be advised of all spills.
Trash and Waste Disposal.  All trash shall be deposited in trash containers. MMP reserves the right to set fees for the disposal of any items left at the track that must be disposed of by a disposal company, including items such as used tires, batteries, fuel barrels, etc. Do not place any petroleum products in trash containers.

Combustible Materials. All oxygen, acetylene, propane and other pressurized cylinders with combustible gas must be securely fastened to a carrier.

Fences. No climbing on any fence.
Fire Extinguishers. Each competitor must have at least one (1) portable dry chemical fire extinguisher with a rating of at least 12BC available and in good working condition in the competitor’s pit and/or paddock area.

MMP INTELLECTUAL PROPERTIES AND RIGHTS.

Use of MMP Names and Trademarks. It is not permitted to use the names Miller Motorsports Park, Miller Motor Park, Miller Park, Miller or any combination or association of such names, trade or registered marks for any commercial purpose or for any advertising resulting from an event or its related activities, or otherwise, without prior written consent of MMP. 

Sales Rights. MMP retains all rights for the sale of sponsorship or commercial rights of any nature or kind whatsoever, whether direct or indirect, and of any products, goods or services on its premises. Nobody shall have the right, without written and advance permission from MMP, to sell or trade any product or service at the Facility. MMP reserves the right to charge a fee and/or commission on the sale of any item or service for which it may, at its sole discretion, grant written permission. These rights include, but are not limited to, the sale of gasoline and oil products, tires, tools and equipment, cars, parts and service, food, gifts and accessories, clothing, safety equipment, merchandise, souvenirs, hospitality activities in all its forms, displays, sponsorship, signage, facility access fees, credentials or any other item of trade or service. Further MMP retains the right to exclude or remove from the Facility any participant who transports any such item onto the Facility premises if, in MMP’s sole discretion, such item is intended for sale.

Displays, Sampling and Expositions. MMP retains all rights to erect any displays, conduct any sampling activities, make public address announcements or establish any form of exposition activity on MMP property. No one may undertake such activities at the Facility without the prior written approval of MMP, for which MMP has the right to levy fees or charges, except that event participants are free to conduct such activities within their defined parking and pit areas and other areas that may be specifically approved by MMP.

Tents and Structures. Only MMP approved tent and structure suppliers may be used for the provision of any hospitality, display or similar structures. 

Catering. All catering requirements must be provided by the official MMP Catering Contractor. Food and beverages, including alcoholic beverages, shall be sold only by the official MMP Catering Contractor.    

Restrictions on Photography, Video and Filming. No commercial photographs or video taping may be undertaken on any MMP property without prior written consent of MMP.

GENERAL REGULATIONS.

Clubhouse Access. The Miller Motorsports Park Clubhouse is available strictly for the exclusive use of its members and their guests. Access to this facility is restricted and MMP reserves the right to restrict access and to charge appropriate access fees. 

24-Hour Security. The Facility will be open for participant access on a 24-Hour basis, through defined gates and by event or MMP credential. 

Notices. No unauthorized notices of any kind may be posted, taped, painted or written on any MMP surface, building, facility, equipment or structure. Paddock notice boards will be provided for such notices, which shall include notices posted by participants offering equipment, vehicles, etc for sale. Such notices will be removed at the end of each event.

MMP reserves the right to impose additional rules and regulations at any time.  Such additional rules and regulations shall be provided in writing to Lessee, and shall then be considered part of this agreement.
